INSTALLATION & MAINTENANCE INSTRUCTIONS

Cleaning
The SDIVERT is finished in high polish chrome so that it will tone in with the
majority of installations; great care should be taken to preserve the quality
of this finish.

We recommend that a regular cleaning schedule be maintained in line with
good house keeping practices. The SDIVERT should be cleaned with nothing
more than a mild detergent, warm water and a soft damp cloth.

NB - aggressive cleaning chemicals will damage the finish.

Guarantee
The SDIVERT is guaranteed against manufacturing fault or material defect
for a period of twelve months following purchase. This guarantee extends to
product replacement only and does not cover the user in cases where poor
maintenance or cleaning practices affect the performance of the product.

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Installation

The SDIVERT diverter is designed to be fitted on the ½" male outlet of an
exposed shower valve to feed a fixed head being fed from a rigid riser as
well as a handset.

1. Ensure all components are present prior to commencing install

2. Install the exposed shower valve prior to fitting this product.

3. Connect the diverter to the shower valve using the washer.

4. The top outlet of the valve should be connected to the rigid riser.

5. The flexible hose and handset should be connected to the remaining
    outlet.

6. Turn on the shower and divert the flow of water to both outlets using
    the control knob to ensure correct operation.

Maintenance
1. Ensure the shower control is in the off position.

2. Unscrew lever ‘A’, loosen grub screw ‘B’, pull diverter knob ‘C’ free and 
then carefully unscrew the diverter cartridge.

3. Carefully clean the rubber washer and seating.

4. Re-fit the diverter cartridge and reassemble the valve.
